(1) Natural or cultural heritage value

The object of this value is to identify trees that are of particular importance to the community due to their intrinsic heritage values.

A tree may be considered to be of natural or cultural heritage value when it is:

(a) associated with a significant public figure or important historical event; or

(b) of high cultural heritage value to the community or cultural group, including trees associated with aboriginal heritage and culture; or

(c) associated with a heritage nominated place and representative of that same historic period.
Statement against the Criteria

This tree has been included on the ACT Tree Register in recognition of its importance to the community due to its intrinsic heritage value.  Scarred trees exhibit scars caused by the removal of bark used as survey marks or the manufacture of shields, canoes, containers or shelters.  The scars are of high cultural value as they provide a physical link to the cultural history of the area.
This particular tree has two scars.  The scar on the southern side of the trunk is a triangular shape, indicating a European origin as survey mark.  The second, on the northern side of the trunk, is a long, straight scar and is believed to be of Aboriginal origin.

Specific Conditions
1. Any works on the tree will require prior approval from the Representative Aboriginal Organisations and the Heritage Council as well as the Conservator of Flora and Fauna (the Conservator).
2. Annual inspections should be undertaken by a qualified arborist to ensure the tree remains in good condition given its location in the built-up urban area.

3. Removal of deadwood and structurally unsound branches should be carried out in line with the Australian Standard, Pruning of Amenity Trees AS 4373-2007.  No approval is necessary from the Conservator to remove deadwood from the tree.
4. Lopping is not permitted.
5. Any pruning or proposed groundwork which may affect the health of the tree or requires work greater than the conditions listed shall be brought to the attention of the Tree Protection Unit for further assessment by way of an Application to Undertake a Tree Damaging Activity.
6. With regards to future developments on the site, the following advice regarding ground works has been given by the Conservator:

a. The tree shall be fenced off by a continuous 1800mm high chain wire protective fence, no closer than a minimum distance of 9.0m from the trunk of the tree. Protective fencing should be staked to the ground to avoid easy removal for the duration of the development

b. The protective fence shall be erected prior to the commencement of any construction works on any part/stage of the development and shall remain in place until all construction and landscape works in the area are complete.

c. No work, that includes but is not limited to, excavation (e.g. for services including gas, water, sewer, stormwater, electricity, telecommunications, footings and irrigation) or modification of existing ground levels and placement of site sheds, building materials, equipment, fill or vehicles shall occur within the tree protection zone (canopy line +2m).

d. No roots at all are to be cut or damaged.  No branch pruning is allowed without prior consent in writing from the Conservator

7. Once development of the suburb of Throsby has been completed, a mulched bed will be constructed under canopy of tree.  Native grasses are to be planted in the mulched bed.  These measures are designed to highlight that the tree has been deliberately retained and to deter people from walking under the canopy of the tree.

8. An interpretive sign is to be installed similar to that shown at ATTACHMENT A. Heritage ACT will provide the template for the sign design.  Wording on the sign will be subject to approval by the Heritage ACT unit and may read 

“This tree has been included on the ACT Tree Register in recognition of its importance to the community due to its intrinsic heritage value.  Scarred trees exhibit scars caused by the removal of bark used as survey marks or the manufacture of shields, canoes, containers or shelters.  The scars are of high cultural value as they provide a physical link to the cultural history of the area. An offence against the Tree Protection Act 2005 may attract a court imposed penalty of up to $140,000 for an individual and up to $3,500,000 for a corporation.”
