(2) Landscape and aesthetic value

The object of this value is to identify trees that are of particular importance to the community due to their substantial contribution to the surrounding landscape.

A tree may be considered to be of landscape and aesthetic value if it is situated in a prominent location when viewed from a public place and it:

(a) contributes significantly to the surrounding landscape based on its overall form, structure, vigour and aesthetic values; or

(b) represents an outstanding example of the species, including age, size or habit; or

(c) is an exceptional example of a locally native species that reached maturity prior to urban development in its immediate vicinity.
Statement against the Criteria

This Ulmus americana is possibly the largest tree of this species in Canberra.  Although the species is quite common, exceptional examples with broad uniform crowns such as this are rare. The tree has been nominated for inclusion on the ACT Tree Register because of its exceptional size, appearance and excellent health. Other interesting features are the stunning yellow autumn foliage and fissured bark.  The tree is an integral part of the streetscape due to its prominent location opposite the Gorman House heritage precinct. This tree and its sister tree at the north end of the complex are the largest trees on the section.  The trees have taken at least fifty years to grow to maturity.
