Registration Criteria that presently apply, other criteria may apply after further assessment.

(2) Landscape and aesthetic value

The object of this value is to identify trees that are of particular importance to the community due to their substantial contribution to the surrounding landscape.

A tree may be considered to be of landscape and aesthetic value if it is situated in a prominent location when viewed from a public place and it:

(a) contributes significantly to the surrounding landscape based on its overall form, structure, vigour and aesthetic values; or

(b) represents an outstanding example of the species, including age, size or habit; or

(c) is an exceptional example of a locally native species that reached maturity prior to urban development in its immediate vicinity.
Statement against the Criteria

This remnant Eucalyptus mannifera is located in the backyard of 28 Carina Street in Ngunnawal.   The tree is approximately 14.0 metres tall with a canopy spread of 14.0 metres and a combined trunk circumference of 3.83metres.  The tree has a well-balanced canopy and is in good health and condition.  There is a hollow in one trunk which is known to be frequented by parrots during nesting season.  The tree’s canopy can be seen from the street and nearby parkland at the rear of the block.  This tree provides an important aesthetic landscape contribution within the suburb that is not achieved with immature trees. It contributes significantly to the surrounding landscape based on its form and size and is an example of a locally native species that reached maturity prior to urban development in its immediate vicinity.

Site Description

· The trunk of the tree is located within Block 16 Section 56 Ngunnawal – specifically within the back yard of 28 Carina Street. The tree’s location is noted in red on the above aerial photo.
· The block boundary is noted in orange and is part of a multi-unit complex with five individual houses.
· Neighbouring yard boundaries are  noted in pink

Specific Conditions
1. Regular inspections should be undertaken by a qualified arborist to ensure the tree remains in good condition.  (Five-year intervals would be considered appropriate).

2. Minor pruning to clear the roofline of the neighbouring house is permitted if undertaken within the Australian Standard, Pruning of Amenity Trees AS 4373-2007 and complies with the minimum level of pruning indicated under the provisions of the Tree Protection Act 2005.  Any major pruning should be referred to the Tree Protection Unit for advice. 

3. Lopping is not permitted.

4. The installation of irrigation should not include trenching within 5 metres of the natural canopy of the tree.  Above ground dripper systems are permitted.

5. All existing garden beds are permitted. However excess mulch piles must be stored well clear of the trunk of the tree (not between the trunk and the fence).
6. Raised beds above natural ground level are permitted within the natural canopy of the tree provided soil level increases do not exceed 100mm.  Any postholes for timber retained garden beds shall be dug by hand and roots no greater that 50 mm be severed.  In the event of roots greater than 50mm being unearthed, the posthole should be relocated. 

7. Concrete strip footings within the tree protection zone of the natural canopy are not permitted.

8. Any pruning or proposed groundwork which may affect the health of the tree or requires work greater than the conditions listed shall be brought to the attention of the Tree Protection Unit for further assessment.

9. Any development proposal which may affect the health of the tree shall be brought to the attention of the Tree Protection Unit for further assessment.

10. Watering the tree will be left to lessee’s discretion.  Restrictions will apply subject to ACTEW and the ACT Government guidelines.  In circumstances where water restrictions apply the conditions outlined within the restrictions will prevail.  Information regarding water conservation and current restrictions are available on the ACTEW web site.
