Third Party Endorsements

Endorsement may be achieved by the entity either endorsing each plan, or writing a letter or email stating that the plans are endorsed (all plans submitted for authorisation must be listed in the letter or email).
· Bus routes and bus stops - Contact ACTION’s Southside Field Operations Manager (0419 691 278) or Northside Field Operations Manager (0419 403 494) if the works or TTM arrangement is on a regular or school bus route.

· Traffic lights - Contact the Manager Traffic Lights, Roads ACT, on telephone 02 6207 5223 if the work or the temporary traffic management arrangement associated with the work affects the operation of a set of traffic lights or is within 75m of a set of traffic lights.
· Leasing of public unleased land - Exclusive use of public unleased land for construction related purposes such as material handling and storage, and site office accommodation will require a formal agreement with the Land Use Unit, Parks and City Services. Contact 13 22 81. A separate fee is payable for the leasing of the land.

· Trees and landscaped areas on public unleased land - Contact Parks and Territory Services on 13 22 81.

Public Liability Insurance

If a public road closure is required, an application to close a public road must be submitted with this application. A separate fee is payable.

If a public road closure is required, an application to use a closed road must be submitted with this application. A separate fee is payable.
